Description 

 

The total area covered by forest vegetation on campus has been systematically identified 
and mapped using GIS data, landscape zoning, and satellite imagery. According to the 
landscape master plan and planting classification (see attached maps and CAD drawings), 
areas marked in dark green represent forest vegetation, including native species and 
naturally shaded zones that support biodiversity and contribute to carbon sequestration. 



These forested areas are distributed throughout the campus in both concentrated green 
zones and integrated patches among buildings, walkways, and water bodies. 

The satellite image analysis and topography overlays indicate a total green area of 
approximately 3,541,782 m^2 of which a significant portion is classified under forest-type 
vegetation. These zones feature dense canopy cover, minimal human disturbance, and high 
ecological value. Moreover, the landscape design includes preservation zones and native 
flora to ensure sustainability and ecosystem support. The GIS-based vegetation 
classification distinguishes these from other green categories like agriculture-related plants 
or decorative trees. 

 

The percentage of the area on campus covered in planted vegetation excluding forests to the 
total campus area
